A Death, Teenage Drinking by HH & MK

     On March 10, 2009, a drunken teenager caused the death of a young Illinois local. Brent Bishop, 16, explained he was trying to commit suicide; he ended up killing Lea Zamora, 18. His alcohol level was .11 and the police confiscated his license. 

     “I only wanted to hurt myself. Not her. She had no reason to die,” Bishop confessed. After his trial, Bishop met with the victim’s mother. When they met, Mrs. Zamora reasoned, “Lea is gone. I thought I had nothing I could ask you that would help. This is my only request. That you make four whirligigs and put them in the four corners of the United States. That’s what I ask.” 

     This is only one drunk driving incident. In 2003, 60 percent of teenage deaths were a result of driving under the influence and 17,013 deaths of all ages were caused by alcohol. However, these numbers are improving. In 2007, the total deaths caused by alcohol dropped 10 percent. Teen drinking has influenced thousands and drunk driving has ruined many people.
