Bluestar, the Thunderclan leader, is sent a message in her dreams. The message is, “Fire alone can save Thunderclan.” Firepaw (Rusty’s clan name) is having strange dreams also. What does this mysterious prophecy mean?

Firepaw dreams of becoming a warrior and given more respect. He needs to learn to abide by the warrior code and become a loyal Thunderclan cat. Little does he know that a great battle is coming up that will give him a chance to prove himself worthy of a being a warrior. This timid house cat will soon become one of the best warriors Thunderclan has ever had.  

I recommend this fascinating novel to children ages 10 and up. It is a very suspenseful and exciting story. In this book, the author introduces the world of a wild cat to the imaginative minds of children. I personally love this book and all the other novels by Erin Hunter.
