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Has a fish ever fallen on your head? Fish really can fall from the sky. Raining fish is when a strong wind picks up fish from the ocean. The strong wind goes several miles, and then it drops the fish on land.  Raining fish is not like a tornado because it does not pick up houses. Raining fish is like a small dust storm. For an example, a small whirl wind may pick up fish near the top of the water. Fish deep down are too deep to be carried in the air. First the wind starts fast and picks up water and then it goes faster and picks up fish. Then the fish goes up into a cloud and the wind moves it. The fish then get heavy in the cloud and there the cloud drops the fish. In 1859 fish rained in Glamorganshire, England. Thousands of fish were jumping on the ground to the surprise of the people. Later the fishes were released into the water.

Frogs are the most common animal to fall from clouds. The next most common animal that rains is fish. Raining fish has happened in both India and Australia. A study by Gilbert Whitley   in 1972 said that fish fell from the sky 50 times in that one year. Scientists from National Geographic went to Honduras in 1970 to study this strange weather. The scientists found that the fish really did fall from the sky, and were blind. You should be careful, or a fish might fall on your head.
