Geren says he’s not worried about his swing, but he is worried about his contact. Geren says he is really excited for Ellis to get his glove back.  He says he’s the best defense second baseman in his eyes. Despite the good plays and MVP, Ellis still hasn’t won a gold glove yet.




I think Ellis will be good with the glove on defense but not so good at hitting. Bob Geren says he’s happy to have him back period. I don’t think he will be bad with the bat but he may need to work on his contact. He’s a strong hitter but he has to work on his contact.




He has been working really hard with the double play combo. He and Cabrea look like a good double play. Ellis says he will try his hardest. He and Cabrea really have to get used to each other. Last year he got used to Crosby at shortstop.                 
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
